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Rolled Pillowcase Pattern
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Focus fabric =277 X 42” (% yard)
Contrasting Cuff fabric — 11" (11" X 42")
Accent Trim fabric — 1 ¥4” x 42”

. Fold and press accent trim in half with wrondesi together.
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. Place cuff fabric right side up with raw edgesop and bottom with
the selvedges at sides.

. On top of cuff fabric, place focus fabric rigitle up.

Now place folded accent trim on top of focusri@bning up all raw
edges.

. Pin all layers together.




6. Sew with a scant ¥4” seam.

7. Trim selvedge edges so they are even.

8. Next lay your sewn pillowcase fabrics flat obl&in front of you
with sewn edge at top.

9. Roll the bottom of focus fabric to top withirfeav inches of sewn
edges.

10.Now take the bottom of cuff fabric and lineift with the raw edges at
top. Pin and sew with a 2" seam.

Turn one
last time and press.
